MINUTES OF THE COUNCIL MEETING

JULY 11, 2018
The Center City Council met on Wednesday, July 11, 2018 at 6:00 p.m. at the Town Hall in Center for their regular monthly meeting (re-scheduled due to the Independence Day holiday).  Attending were: Mayor Dennis McMillen, Aldermen Jason Brown, Shawn Couch, Cristy Browning and Aaron Jackson. No members of the public signed the sign-in sheet and no one asked to speak at the meeting.                               
Mayor McMillen called the meeting to order and attendance was taken. Alderman Shawn Couch made a motion to approve the May minutes and financial statements.  Alderman Jason Brown seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.

1. Cannon Water District did not have a board meeting in July so there is no new information on this topic.  No action was taken on this matter.  

2. The City has 21 dilapidated structures on the demolition list.  80% of property owners must agree to let the City include their property on the application for funding.  We have not yet met the 80% participation rate that is required to even be able to apply for funding.  No action was taken on this matter.          

3. There is no new information on this matter and no action was taken.  
4. Brent Johnson’s shed at 404 S. Public Street is in violation of zoning regulations and needs to be moved off of the property line, in accordance with the Application for Building Permit that he submitted, along with a drawing that included setback distances that were not adhered to during placement of the building.

5. No action was taken on this matter. 

6. In a motion made by Alderman Shawn Couch and seconded by Alderman Jason Brown, the following streets were approved to be closed for Center Park Days on July 27th & 28th:  S. Main St. from Hwy. 19 to E. Lamb St.; W. Lamb Street from S. Public St. to Hwy.19; E. Hawkins St. from S. Main St. to S. Center St.; S. Center St. from Hwy. 19 to E. Hawkins St.  (City Clerk Tracy submitted paperwork to MoDOT to approve the closure of S. Public St./Rt. P from Hwy. 19 to Lamb St.)
7. The Council agreed to take bids for the wooden playset and merry-go-round from the Park.

8. Alderman Jason Brown made a motion to submit an application to Ladera Business Solutions for City Hall to accept debit/credit card payments.  Alderman Cristy Browning seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.   

9. Mayor McMillen performed a first reading of an Ordinance Approving Placement of a Ballot Issue on the November 6, 2018 Ballot.  Alderman Shawn Couch made a motion to approve the first reading.  Alderman Cristy Browning seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.  After a second reading of the ordinance title by Mayor McMillen, Alderman Cristy Browning made a motion to approve the ordinance.  Alderman Jason Brown seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.   

10. The water meter at the Park was covered up when the new dirt was spread and needs to be uncovered. 

11. Alderman Cristy Browning asked that this subject be placed on the agenda.  No action was taken on this matter. 

12. Due to a complaint by Center resident Tom Bramblett, the Council voted to take down the firefighter/law enforcement appreciation flag that was placed in the Park and move it to Veteran’s Memorial Park.   

13. Alderman Aaron Jackson made a motion to pay David Roberts d/b/a Yogi’s Tree Service $1,350.00 for taking down a tree and grinding the stump in the Park and removing a smaller tree that fell during a windstorm and grinding its stump.  (The stump from the tree that was taken down has not yet been ground)  Alderman Shawn Couch seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.  This job was not published and no bids were solicited or received for this job.    
Alderman Shawn Couch made a motion to approve the bills for payment.  Alderman Jason Brown seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.  Alderman Cristy Browning made a motion to enter closed session.  Alderman Jason Brown seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.  No motions were made in the closed session portion of the meeting.  Alderman Jason Brown made a motion to adjourn the council meeting at 7:45 p.m.  Alderman Cristy Browning seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.  The next regular council meeting will be held on August 8, 2018.
