MINUTES OF THE COUNCIL MEETING

APRIL 3, 2019
The Center City Council met on Wednesday, April 3, 2019 at 6:00 p.m. at the Town Hall in Center for their regular monthly meeting.  Attending were: Mayor Dennis McMillen, Aldermen Jason Brown, Shawn Couch, Aaron Jackson and Cristy Browning, City Attorney Joe Brannon, City Clerk & Collector Tracey Ray, Alderman-elect Steven Reynolds, Alderman-elect Tom Bramblett, Police Chief David Ray, Rana Reynolds, Mary Jackson, Stephanie Couch, Shannon Miller, Nicole Jackson, Robert & Tina Mitchell, Linda Bramblett, Mary Howald and Keith and Molly Golian.                                               
Mayor McMillen called the meeting to order and attendance was taken. Alderman Jason Brown made a motion to approve the February minutes and financial statements.  Alderman Cristy Browning seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.

1. Alderman Shawn Couch made a motion to approve the election results.  Alderman Jason Brown seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.  

2. Alderman Shawn Couch made a motion to adjourn the current council.  Alderman Cristy Browning seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.  

3. Mayor McMillen swore in new council members Steven Reynolds and Tom Bramblett.          

4. The council instructed City Clerk Tracey Ray to advertise for summer help.  Applicants must be at least 16 years of age and be able to work 10-20 hours per week.  Applicants will be employed by the City and will use the City’s equipment.                      

5. Alderman Shawn Couch made a motion to certify the Land & Lot Delinquent list for 2019.  Alderman Cristy Browning seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.      
6. Alderman Cristy Browning made a motion to approve the closing of West Easy St. from Friday, April 12th to Saturday, April 13th.  Alderman Steven Reynolds seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.  Proper traffic blockades must be used and the street must be cleared of all trash when the event is over.         

7. Alderman Cristy Browning made a motion to purchase a new sewer pump at a cost of $14,500-$15,000.  Alderman Shawn Couch seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.  

8. Center resident Randy Casper is planning to construct a new garage and would like to use the alley behind his house for access.  The council took no action on this matter at this time, as they would like to speak to the neighboring residents.  
9. Alderman Shawn Couch made a motion to purchase an electronic (PDF) version of the codified ordinances at a cost of $75.00.  Alderman Steven Reynolds seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.  This will allow the ordinances to be posted in a more user friendly format on the City’s website. 

10. Mayor McMillen made the following appointments for 2019:  Brian Boleach – Fire Chief, Jason Liter – Asst. Fire Chief, David Ray – Chief of Police, Shawn Couch – Street Commissioner, Cristy Browning – Fire Commissioner, Tom Bramblett – Wastewater Commissioner and Mayor Pro-Tem, Steven Reynolds – Police Commissioner, Bob Poage – Building Inspector, Joe Brannon – City Attorney, and Tracey Ray – City Clerk & Collector.  Alderman Cristy Browning made a motion to approve the appointments.  Alderman Shawn Couch seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.   

Alderman Cristy Browning made a motion to approve the bills for payment.  Alderman Steven Reynolds seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.  Alderman Shawn Couch made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 6:50 p.m.  Alderman Cristy Browning seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.  The next regular council meeting will be held on May 1, 2019.
